MATTERS ARISING


60 – Gates at Temple.   RBWM had requested that the gates be removed.

Quarry Wood Road.   RBWM had confirmed that the centre line marking was in the right place following construction of footway.  It was noted that the road camber was affected by the change in road width.

Information was awaited from RBWM on  arrangements to mark 2012 Olympics.


Lowater, Church Lane.   The Clerk had previously circulated a letter from the Owner regarding his intention to occupy when works had been carried out.


65 - Marlow Bridge – Hanging Baskets.    Since the last meeting, The Compleat Angler had agreed to sponsor hanging baskets on both sides of the Bridge at a figure of £200 per side.    The cost of baskets on each side amounted to £396.

Councillor Keene reported that the Red Lion, Henley Road, were proposing to have a bonfire and fireworks on Saturday, 5th November.   


Councillor Cooke apologised for his inability to attend the meeting on the proposed  Neighbourhood Plan for Bisham and Cookham.    Members commented on the usefulness of the meeting.


It was confirmed that the proposed development at Booker Airfield was not to take place.  

The Chairman and Vice-Chairman proposed to attend a meeting at Berkshire College of Agriculture on 26th October.    The Chairman reported that she understood that the title  of the College was to be changed with activity being substituted for agriculture and that youth activities were being planned.


The Chairman reported on correspondence with a resident who was being overlooked from a memorial seat placed in Buckinghamshire opposite his house and garden.


A Jubilee party was being planned to be held in The Orchard in June 2012.


The Chairman voiced criticism of the decision of the RBWM Panel which approved the retrospective Planning Application for the location of Marlow FM at Longridge.    Members expressed their support of her view.
