60-55 – Code of Conduct.    The Clerk circulated a letter from RBWM Head of Legal Services.

61 – Land adjacent to Honey Hill House, Winter Hill Road.   RBWM had been requested to investigate on-site dumping activities.   


A404 Hurley Lane Layby.   The Clerk had previously circulated the reply of the Highways Agency to questions asked by the Council.
