PUBLIC FORUM


Mr. Eric Livingstone, Group Manager – Operations  of RBWM explained the current position regarding flood relief matters.    Legislation was proposed to implement  the recommendations of the Pitt Report and the Borough Council were considering measures for implementation including the establishment of  bodies which would include representatives of local councils.     The Borough Council intended to establish a dialogue with the Environment Agency and Thames Water.     Mr. Livingstone was thanked for his attendance.


The Chairman expressed her concern about obscene activities at the Hurley Lane  layby on the A404 and also to a recent incident when a teenage girl had been a witness.   Her father attended the meeting and expressed his anger at the incident and  activities in proximity to the layby.    Mr. Andrew Randall also attended and referred to a letter he had sent to RBWM, copied to the Police and the Chairman of the Parish Council.


PC Chapman and  Sergeant Tallett explained action being taken and there was a discussion on possible remedies.    It was suggested that the Parish  Council contact the Highways Agency concerning the  relief of congestion in the layby and measures to make the parking of heavy vehicles safer.    The Chairman thanked those who had participated in the debate and expressed the Council’s support for the Police action.


The owner of The Coach House, Winter Hill Road attended and explained proposals for redevelopment prior to submission of a Planning Application.     His Architect elaborated on the proposal.   The proposal was for an ecological building and neighbours would be asked for their support.

MATTERS ARISING    


147 – The Slate Fence – Mr. Stuart Beatty had written to Mr. Alan Randall suggesting that it was probably safe to move the slate panels to Mr. Beatty’s land.

159 – Street Names – The Clerk reported that when he had made comments to RBWM on the naming of the section of road from Bradenham Lane to Temple Mill Island he had sought information on the naming of the road between the A404 and Marlow Bridge.  He had subsequently had a meeting with Officers who had confirmed that there was some uncertainty about the naming of the road.  He sought Members’ views.     They supported the suggestion that the road between the A404 and the junction with Quarry Wood Road be named Marlow Road, Bisham,  and the section of Quarry Wood Road between the junction with Marlow Road, Bisham, and the A404 bridge should be named Quarry Wood Road, Bisham. 

159 – Logs on Quarry Hill.  The Clerk had previously circulated the reply from the Woodland Trust who had stated that the logs were not located on Trust land.   The matter had been drawn to the attention of  RBWM as highway authority.
