The Chairman updated Members on the position regarding development at Coach House, Winter Hill Road.


The Chairman reported on her attendance at the Planning Panel which had considered and allowed the development proposals at Camley Corner, Henley Road, Stubbings.


The Clerk was asked to write to RBWM regarding a footpath at Longridge, a Wild Life Heritage Site, and the failure to comply with the conditions of the earlier consent.


Attention was drawn to a letter from RBWM, previously circulated, that personal details of applicants and Agents could be provided on application forms.


Attention was drawn to an Email from RBWM regarding neighbourhood planning for Cookham and Bisham.  The Chairman and Councillor Keene  proposed to attend a meeting on 28th June with representatives of Cookham Parish Council and Burchetts Green Village Association to discuss issues.

RBWM had asked Town and Parish Councils to update their Section 106 “Wish lists.”     It was agreed to amend the Bisham list to provide for funds to replace play equipment.


The  Chairman reported on the contents of a letter from the resident of Honey House, Winter Hill Road.   Councillor Kellaway promised to  speak to  an Officer of RBWM about removal of a JCB and the Clerk was requested to write to the resident of Honey House.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

The Chairman referred to an Email from her to Members regarding a proposal to block off the footpath area round Temple Cottages and a proposal to erect electrically operated gates and a pedestrian access.   The Clerk was requested to raise the matter with RBWM asking that the Parish Council is consulted on the proposal when it is formally submitted.

Members discussed the request to divert Footpath 17 at Park Farm, Cookham.   The Clerk was requested to ask RBWM to consult the Parish Council on the proposal.


Members discussed the speed of traffic through the Village from the A404 to Marlow Bridge.   Councillor Kellaway agreed to discuss with Officers of RBWM the possibility of introducing a 30 mph restriction from the Bisham Roundabout on the A404 to Marlow Bridge.


Support was expressed for the recent introduction of waiting restrictions in Quarry Wood Road.

It was noted that RBWM had patched some sections of road and had cut grass on highway verges.     The Clerk was requested to ask for vegetation to be cut in Henley Road, particularly where a sign was obscured.    Some of  the damaged road signs in Henley Road had still not been repaired.


It was noted that RBWM had invited suggestions for the Annual Road and Footways Programme.

The Clerk was requested to write to  the Leader of RBWM asking him to encourage support from authorities and organizations in the Borough for work undertaken by Braywick Heath Nurseries and to express the Parish Council’s appreciation of the standard of work undertaken for the Parish Council.

The Clerk had previously circulated a menu of services which could be devolved to Parishes.    It was agreed not to make a bid but to ask that there be greater consultation with Parish Councils on the disbursement of  Section 106
Payments.

CONSULTATION ON ACADEMY STATUS


Furze Platt Senior School had invited comments on a possible bid for Academy Status.     It was noted that other Senior Schools in Maidenhead were considering similar bids.

27.
INFORMATION REPORTS


The Chairman invited Members to attend the Parish Conference to be held at Windsor on 21st June.

The Chairman reported that she was to attend a meeting at Berkshire College of Agriculture on 1st July and Members made suggestions regarding items to be discussed.

The Chairman suggested that a date be arranged at the next meeting

for an initial meeting to discuss the preparation of a Bisham and Temple Flood Relief Programme.  

The Chairman had also received a letter from the Leader of RBWM inviting bids funded from a budget of £50,000.  It was suggested that new seats for swings in the Play Area might be a suitable project.


It was noted that the summer  event planned to be held in The Orchard during the current year would not take place.


Councillor Cooke promised to make enquiries about recent damage by trespassing vehicles to local farm land.


Councillor Sless mentioned that Marlow Bridge was being repainted and there was provision for four hanging baskets at each end of the Bridge.     The Clerk was requested to make enquiries of RBWM about cost sharing with Buckinghamshire County Council for the possible refurbishment of the lamp-posts and provision of hanging baskets.   It was noted that regular watering of any baskets at the Bisham end would have to be arranged.

It was previously agreed to continue beyond 10.00 p.m. to conclude business on the Agenda.
