28.     PUBLIC FORUM

The Clerk was requested to write to the Police Commander regarding the lack of an invitation  for the Parish Council to be represented.

18 Longridge.   The Clerk was requested to ask RBWM Planning Enforcement about action to reinstate the footpath and to take action regarding the Café for which there was no planning permission.


The Chairman and Councillor Keene had attended a  meeting at the offices of Cookham Parish Council where there was accord.  

The Clerk was requested to check with Councillor Kellaway whether the JCB had been removed from land in Winter Hill Road.
