PUBLIC FORUM

Several members of the public expressed opposition to development proposals of The Compleat Angler.    The main concerns related to flood  risk, adequacy of sewerage provision and increase in vehicle movements.   The Manager of The Compleat Angler said that attempts had been made to meet criticisms made over the previous  Application which had been withdrawn.

The Chairman confirmed that Members and local residents were to attend a meeting in October to discuss a Neighbourhood Plan for Bisham and Cookham.


Several members expressed their opposition to the provision of gates to the footpath in Temple in front of Stable Cottages.

A member referred to a recent accident in the Village.


It was pointed out that, following the provision of a footway in Quarry Wood Road, the line previously marking the centre of the road was incorrect.


A member asked about local arrangements to mark the 1912 Olympics.  The Parish Council would make enquiries of RBWM.
A member enquired about activity at Lowater, Church Lane.   The owner had not been in contact with the Parish Council for some time.

The Clerk reported on the proposal to establish a footpath between the Berkshire College of Agriculture and Temple Golf Club.     He was requested to convey continuing concerns about the dangers of crossing Henley Road.

The Clerk reported on the action taken by RBWM regarding gates which had been provided without permission across Footpath 10 at Temple.   Residents had said that the person who had installed the gates had indicated he had no intention of removing them.     In such event RBWM would give notice requiring the gates to be removed.

PARISH LAND 

Mrs. Belasco had reported that Braywick Heath Nurseries were proposing to cut back the Bank.  In regard to a Celebration Tree, commemorating the Royal Wedding, the recommendation was an Amelanchier with perfect white flowers in early Spring followed by small edible berries in June, which birds loved.   In Autumn, leaves turned red.   Members supported  the proposal. 


Braywick Heath Nurseries had reported that they had been unable to complete grass cutting at the Slipway because of a photo shoot.    Councillor Cooke confirmed that photoshoots on the Slipway were common.    Mrs. Belasco agreed to ask Braywick Heath Nurseries to cut back the shrubbery along the boundary wall at the Slipway.
