The Chairman welcomed those present.  The Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held on 24th  April, 2008, were approved as a correct record.


The Chairman presented her Annual Report   a copy of which is attached to these Minutes.


The Clerk reported that, at the end of the Financial Year  the Council had a Current Account balance of £242.20  and a  Deposit Account  balance of £14,564.05.    The recession had an effect on income.   At the beginning of the Financial Year in April 2008 the month’s interest was £20.77.   The interest for March 2009 was £1.12.

Councillor Cooke presented the Report of the Bisham School Board of Governors, a copy of which is attached to these Minutes.


Councillor Belasco reported that the Oxford Road Almshouses Charity had ten residential units with a Warden.   Vacancies were quickly filled.  Two new showers had been provided and the property was well maintained.   The Charity was hopeful of receiving financial assistant through the Waitrose Scheme.
